Early Years: activity 3 Season: Autumn

Picture frames

This activity provides opportunities for children to become aware
of caring for the natural environment by learning never to break
branches from a living tree or pick a living plant, only to collect
leaves and twigs which have fallen from trees or seed heads on
plants which have finished flowering.

Children will develop observational skills and may begin to name some trees by identifying leaves.
This is a good activity for the autumn when there is a plentiful selection of natural materials to

collect but it could be adapted to other seasons.

» Small wooden discs, pine cones, leaves collected in advance and an example frame
